	Comments Future: Parent feedback was overwhelmingly positive - see school website for 'In the swim' newsletter. They felt that their children made progress and that their confidence around water was greatly improved. Pupil voice was positive - children reported how much more confident they felt, their pride in their achievements and how they felt they had challeneged themselves and overcome their fears.

Pupil voice shows an increased enjoyment of playtime. Behaviour data shows that there are less incidents during playtime. There continues to be developments to give further opportunities.
